Hand Hygiene

Proper handwashing is procedure of choice

When soap and water are not available, use of
hand sanitizers is recommended. Sanitizer must
contain a minimum of 60% alcohol. Handwashing
needs to occur as soon as possible.

Use hand lotions or creams to provide additional
barrier and to help maintain skin integrity.



Hand Washing Procedure

Use warm water, when available
Apply liquid soap to palms first
Lather well; spread lather to back of hands and wrists

Scrub for at least 15 seconds,
including fingernails and
area between fingers

Rinse well & dry completely

Turn off faucet using
disposable towels
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
